86" LionsInternational Convention, Denver CO —June 30 —July 4.

During the week of June 30 through July 4, over 12,000 Lions will be meeting in Denver, Colorado for the 86"
Lions International Convention. In addition to the installation of the 2003-2004 Internatioral officers and District
Governors, severa important measures will be proposed to the convention delegates during the last day of the
convention. Five amendments to the International Constitution and By-Laws will be voted on at this time. These
measures include:

- Item 1: Anincrease in Internationa dues from $24 for each member per year to $39. This increase will be
incremented over athree year period. Y ou can obtain specifics on the dues increase at the Lions
International website: http://www.lionsclubs.org/EN/content/pdfs/dues_increase.pdf.

Item 2: A resolution that would allow Lions to be members of other service organizations of like character.
Item 3: A resolution to clarify District Governor standardized election proceedings.

Item 4: A resolution to provide for uniformity in ballot and vote requirements for District Governor and
Vice District Governor elections.

Item 5: A resolution regarding the requirements for redistricting within a Multiple District.
